CALL TO ORDER:
Noting the presence of a quorum, Don called the meeting to order at 11:13 a.m.

Stan noted that unless there was anything else to add to the reports, he wants to move on to next report.
OLD BUSINESS:
1. Report from the Budget & Finance Sub-Committee on Review and Recommendation of the:
a. SFY 2020 Budget and Projected Income and Expenses including Review of Unassigned Vending Machine Income
b. Medical Supplement Benefit for SFY 2020 of $2,000
c. Retirement Benefit for 2020 of $3,000
d. Kahului Airport VF #M-2 – Transfer use of $100,000 RSRA Funds from Existing Facility to New Gate 27 Facility
e. Closing of VF #48 State Office Tower
f. Additional Legal Services of Outside Counsel Regarding Kaneohe Marine Base and Schofield
Stan noted the only change is the movement of $2,000 supplement and $3,000 retirement to July.  Stan moved to approve the motions as moved in the previous Budget and Finance meeting.  For the record, Don read the motions as follows:

1) Approved SFY 2021 benefits of $7,000 for medical, $5,000 for retirement, and transfer of SFY 2020 $3,000 retirement into SFY 2021 and pay them in July.
2) Approved budget for SFY 2021.

3) Approved the transfer of $100,000 to Maui Airport Gate 27.

4) Approved additional $60,000 for Dan Edwards.
5) Approved to renew $3,500 NFBEI subscription.

6) Approved to place vending machines in State Office Tower with the option to convert to a vendor operating facility.

Don moved to approve all motions made, Dane seconded, and motions approved by unanimous voice vote.

1. Recommendation for Renewal of NFBEI Subscription
2. VF #62 NCTAMS Vendor Request for Electric Cart
3. Projected Facilities & Other Large Expenses 2021
4. Medical Benefit for SFY 2021
5. Retirement Benefit for SFY 2021

7. Discussion and Recommendation on Raising the Annual Appropriation
8. Plans for the Annual Training and Meeting in June 2020
Stan noted everything was covered except for the NCTAMS electric cart.  He asked that we get the permission from the military in writing; Lea to find out whether we can purchase refurbished with VR 110 funds or need to purchase brand new, whether purchase needs HCE compliance, and whether 3 bids are required.  Lea reiterated that purchases of $5,000 or more will require 3 bids and HCE compliance.
Stan asked for a motion to approve $7,000, provided all purchase requirements are met.  Don moved to approve the purchase of an electric cart at the least cost, Dane seconded, and the motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
Stan also asked for a motion to raise the appropriation to $1.8 million.  Don moved to raise the appropriation to $1.8 million, Dane seconded, and the motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
Lea announced that the Director of Human Services has banned all travel until further notice, which affects all meetings and travel for staff and blind vendors.  She assured the committee that the agency will do their best to provide services through available means of technology.

There being no further business to discuss and hearing no objections, Dane moved to adjourn the meeting.  Mike seconded and the motion passed by unanimous voice vote.  The meeting adjourned at 11:38 a.m.
