NEW BUSINESS:

1. SFY 2020 Benefits:  Following discussion of questions addressed, although quarterly allotments can be increased, the expenditures cannot exceed the annual appropriation.  The committee may consider submitting a request to the governor for a one-time expend allowance to overspend. Another action committee may consider in the future is to request increasing the annual appropriation which is a lengthy process and will need to be approved by the legislature.
2. Expense Report:  Following review of the proposed expenditures, the committee discussed reducing the benefits to $12 thousand--keep $7 thousand for medical, $3 thousand for retirement, and $2 thousand for supplemental in the spring providing there are funds available.  
Stan moved to recommend the benefits at $7 thousand for medical, $3 thousand for retirement, and $2 thousand supplemental in the spring if the funds are available, for a total of $12 thousand.  Dane seconded and the motion passed by unanimous vote.

3. Recommended Benefits for SFY 2020:  Done.
