CALL TO ORDER:
Noting the presence of a quorum, Chair Kyle called the meeting to order at 10:30 a.m.
ELECTION OF OFFICERS:

VFS Kat announced the election results as provided by the League of Women Voters as follows:

Chair Kyle reminded the members that this was a special election due to a change in the rules which calls for election on odd years.  Nine positions will be up for election next year and subsequent odd years.

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Approve SFY 2013 Budget:  Kyle asked for a motion to accept the budget for SFY 2013.  Don moved to approve the budget.  Chris seconded and the motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

2. Approve Annual Benefits:  Chair Kyle asked for a motion to accept the annual benefit of $8,000 per vendor for SFY 2013.  Don moved to approve the annual benefit as proposed.  Chris seconded and the motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

3. Approve One-Supplemental Benefit:  Chair Kyle asked for a motion to approve a one-time supplemental benefit payment of $2,000 per vendor to be paid in the fall, subject to availability of funds.  Don moved to approve a one-time supplemental benefit payment of $2,000, subject to availability of funds.  Joel seconded and the motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
4. Approve Allocation of Up to $100k in the RSRA:  Chair Kyle asked for a motion to allocate up to $100k in the RSRA to match federal funds.  Don moved to allocate up to $100k in the RSRA to match federal funds.  Chris seconded and the motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
DEPUTY ATTORNEY GENERAL:

Chair Kyle introduced new DAG Lori Wada.  DAG Lori gave a brief history of her experience and provided the following updates:
1. Vending Machine Income:  A counter offer was submitted to City and County last week for unassigned income owed to RSRA, with a deadline of June 22, 2012 for a response.  She’s hopeful it won’t be a problem and will keep the committee updated.
2. Kaneohe Bay Marine Corp Base:  KB Marine Corp finally agreed to a move-in date of August 1, 2012.  She’s been working with Stan Young to move forward.
3. Vendor Issues:  DAG Lori stated she’s aware of other issues with other vendors and welcomed any vendor to meet with her, if they have the time, as a first step to address any issues.
4. Maui Courthouse:  DAG Lori reported we have a new opportunity for the vending space in Maui Courthouse which has been vacant for a number of years.  Judiciary called requesting to use the space for a self-help center.  There will be pro bono attorneys, small claims court, bankruptcy, legal aid, etc.  DAG Lori will not agree to release the space for their use unless or until they agree to allow placement of vending machines which will be additional contribution to the RSRA.  She will keep us updated.
5. ID Building:  A question was asked regarding ID building.  DAG Lori reported that effective January 1, 2013, legislature passed to move ID to satellite city halls statewide, which will be under DOT because of the high traffic at the building.
