CALL TO ORDER:
Noting the presence of a quorum, Chair Kyle called the meeting to order at 9:02 a.m.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
Following the reading of the minutes of the Regular Meeting held July 21, 2012, Chair Kyle asked if there were any changes to the minutes.  Hearing none, Don moved to accept the minutes as submitted, Chris seconded and motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. Amendments to the Honolulu International Airport and Neighbor Island Airport Settlement Agreements:  Chair Kyle reported that the agreement was finally signed.  The amendments called for credit cards to be accepted for purchases and for the removal of a provision limiting the size of beverages.
SUB-COMMITTEE REPORTS:

1. Budget and Finance:  Following discussion, Don moved to approve a $2000 supplemental health benefit proposed in June and that the committee has determined that the funds are available.  Steve seconded and the motion carried unanimously by voice vote.

2. Training:

a. Training Manual:  After discussion, Don moved to approve the training manual as submitted.  Clyde seconded and the motion carried unanimously by voice vote.
b. Approval of Budget and Coordination of Spring Training Conference:  After discussion, Don moved to accept the Ala Moana Hotel as the venue, that the RSRA cover expenses not covered by VR, and allow the Training Sub-Committee to determine the date.  Ivy seconded and the motion carried unanimously by voice vote.
PROGRAM REPORT:

VFS Kat provided the following reports:

1. Kaneohe Marine Corp Base Dining:  Initiative is ongoing.

2. City and County Vending Machine Settlement:  Initiative is ongoing.
3. 2012 RIMPAC Catering:  Through a partnership with Blackstone Consulting, Inc., the RSRA will earn $55,872.10 from this contract event.
4. Blind Vendors Ohana Annual Deposit:  $362,722 was received from BVO and deposited into the RSRA.
5. Facilities Needs Request:  The SLA is continuing to work with individual vendors at their locations.
6. National Oceanic and Atmospheric Associations (NOAA):  She is currently in discussion regarding a vending facility; the cafeteria will be put out for competitive bid sometime next year; and they have identified vending machine placements.
7. RSRA:  The balance as of the close of business on 9/11/12 is $998,485.44.
8. Award Event:  VR and the State Rehab Council are sponsoring a National Disability Awareness event on October 11, 2012 at the Ala Moana Hotel and will be awarding Jerry Lonergan as Rehabilitant of the Year and BVO as 2012 Employer of the Year.
